Many thanks to all of you who braved a less than perfect day at the lake to attend the Annual Meeting. 


If you were unable to attend, let me give you a quick synopsis of what was discussed. 


Tennis Courts


Short-term solution - We were able to make the tennis courts functional this year by cleaning up the brush, removing some weeds, and tightening the nets. The courts got a fair amount of play once they were spruced up. 


Long Term solution - There has been a great deal of discussion recently regarding the use of the tennis courts, the parking lot and making repairs to both. It is important that the Association get the best return on the potentially significant investment to be made. And there are numerous factors to consider as we proceed: how do we avoid the flooding of the courts that happens every spring with the runoff, is the drainage pipe under the courts large enough, could we do something else to divert/redirect the stream, can we install storm drains and catch basins, what permits from the Inland Wetland Commission are required, when is the water company planning to replace the pipes that run through the parking lot, is there a better surface environmentally to consider instead of asphalt? Obviously there are a number to questions to answer before we proceed. To assist in that effort, long time resident Andy Lord has agreed to chair a committee to research all of those questions and prepare a preliminary report for the Association at the meeting scheduled for June 2005. I want to recognize and thank Andy on both his insight and initiative that he has demonstrated on the important project.  


Stream at 1st Beach


Periodically there have been elevated levels of bacteria found in the stream from water tests performed by the Association on Mondays. All the testing in all the bathing areas have remained within acceptable levels. All the data has been reported to the Health Department and we have formally requested their assistance in attempting to ID the source of contamination in the stream. 


Changing of the Guard


Words cannot express the thanks I have for Pete Doyle and his long tenure as our Secretary. Not only has he done an outstanding job as secretary, he has coordinated the volumes of paper we print, has always provided straight forward no nonsense advise to the Board and been a special friend and colleague. We will miss you sir.

With all the turnover in recent years, Dick suggests that it makes sense that current members should get a copy of the POALH Charter, Bylaws, and regulations. We will send everyone a copy in the spring packet next spring. Additionally I will add another piece outlining how the POALH creates the annual budget and how the taxes are calculated from the budget. 


New owners will get a ‘welcome wagon’ packet from the Association with the same info plus additional helpful information on preserving the lake, septic tank pumping, hours at the landfill, etc. Charlotte Basney has graciously agreed to be our welcoming greeter and will coordinate presenting the info to all new members. 


He also recommends that a device be located between the stonewalls to prevent vehicles from entering the 1st beach area and that task has been assigned to the Roads and Beaches Committee. 


Social Events


Social events this season fell into three categories, home run, OK, or canceled. I have received a fair amount of feedback both positive and negative and let me share with you my conclusions and recommendations. (1) It is unrealistic to expect the same people to run the same event year after year. (2) Running an event takes an enormous amount of work and no one can do it alone. (3) You can’t expect people to enthusiastically volunteer unless they have a greater understanding of “what” they are volunteering for. 


In the spring packet (It will be a big one) we will outline all the social events imaginable and we will look for people that might be interested. There will also be a punch list of things to consider before you volunteer, example: Who else can I get to help me, how do I get info in the newsletter, how do I pick the date, how do I form the budget, do I charge at the gate, do I need a rain date, etc.

But being the perpetual optimist, I suggest that if people are given sufficient information to make an intelligent decision on what’s expected, then having a fun filled social calendar next season will not be a problem.
